The following Deputy Ministers have also tendered their resignations:

2. Deputy Minister of Finance and  
3. Deputy Minister of Correctional Services 
 
The resignations will be effective from the day that the President's resignation 
takes effect. All the Ministers have expressed their availability to assist the 
incoming administration in the hand-over process and any other assistance that 
might be sought from them.
