Mahikeng: The North West province will once again host the District Development Model 

(DDM) Presidential Imbizo which will take place on Friday, 20 October 2023, at J.B. Marks 

Local Municipality in Dr Kenneth Kaunda District Municipality.  

 

Acting Premier Patrick Dumile Nono Maloyi welcomed the President’s decision to once 

again visit the North West Province as part of the second leg of the DDM Presidential 

Imbizo. The Acting Premier emphasised the importance of the DDM Presidential Imbizo 

and highlighted that it gives impetus to the province’s concerted efforts towards bettering 

the lives of North West residents.
